Just a few weeks ago, we were giving thanks that
June was cooler than normal and now we’re be-
ing bombarded with stories on how to beat the
heat. Experts say “drink lots of water and stay out
of the sun.”

[ know water is healthier, but I'd rather indulge
in a giant margarita and no one does it better
than Don Diego’s in Indian Wells.

Don Diego’s margaritas come in four sizes: reg-
ular, medium, grande and the eye-popping “Tow-
er of Tequila.” Don Diego’s loves to say “Come
for the Food — Stay for the Margaritas.”

You'll find all the classics: Green Corn Tamales
and Fajitas made with filet mignon, chicken,
shrimp or vegetables.

[f you're in the mood for Grilled Baby Back
Ribs and you've only ever had them slathered
with smoky sauce, you're in for a treat. Don
Diego’s serves them with spicy chile mango
pineapple salsa. If you've got a seafood craving,
check out the Grilled Lobster Enchiladas, Halibut
Veracruz, Calamari or a Quesadilla bursting at the
seams with juicy pieces of sauteed lobster, shrimp,
cheese, roasted peppers and mushrooms. And if
you're looking for something a little on the lighter
side, try one of the newest items — Crab and
Shrimp Salad with tomatoes, peppers, cilantro
and olives in a vinegar and olive oil dressing.

For one of the best deals anywhere, join the
crowd from 3 to 6 p.m. daily and enjoy the $1
menu featuring tacos, burritos, mini tostadas and
quesadillas. And since you'll need a great drink to
wash it all down, they've got that covered as well.
For $2.75, sip on an ice cold domestic beer or an
imported brand for $3.50. If you really want to
spend the big bucks, $3.95 will get you a margari-
ta or glass of wine.
